Achievements of the Society 

Track record of the work of wholistic development of underprivileged children goes back to the year 1997 when the land for Ashray Bhavan was acquired. Prior to that we were motivating the children in the slums in Delhi through non-formal education programmes held in Ashray Shiksha Kendra’s in the slums of Delhi. . It took three years to handle the official formalities to construct Ashray Bhavan which was completed in June 2000. Second part of the year 2000 was utilized for equipping and furnishing of Ashray Bhavan. 

The first batch of eleven children was taken in the April 2001 in the beginning of the academic year. The youngest among them was Gajender, a six year old abandoned boy from a Bihari family. He never had the opportunity to go to a school until then. Gajender was admitted in Nursery and the other ten boys in different classes from K.G. to class five levels. They had received non-formal education in the slums and were motivated enough to begin an educational career. All the eleven boys proved their worthiness in the year ending examination held in March 2002. Gajender got a first division among the forty boys in his class. 

There were seventeen boys in the second year. Every year more boys were added to the home. Over and above the routine study in school and at home we organized out door physical fitness activities such as games, outing to resorts for entertainment etc. 

Now there are 40 boys in Ashray Bhavan. Among the 40 boys in Ashray Bhavan at present there are two in the 12th grade, One in the 11th grade and two in the 10h grade, two in the 9th grade, one in the 8th grade, two in 7th grade, two in the 6th grade, three in the 5th grade, three in the 4th grade, 2 in the 3rd grade, four in the 2nd grade and the rest of them below that. All boys are doing extremely well at school and there is lot of appreciation for their good behavior and extremely good manners. The Principal and teachers of ADM Senior Secondary school were full of appreciation for our boys. Almost all the boys have made tremendous all round progress. 

Dr. Brijesh offers free medical check ups for the boys. We go to him for all emergencies. He has been kind enough to offer his consultancy whenever there is a need. We have conducted more than 100 Eye check up camps in Ashray Bhavan initially in partnership with St. Stephen’s hospital, Tis Hazari and now with Venu Eye Hospital, Faridabad. We also distribute blankets in winters to the old and needy in winter since 2001. More than 1000 old and destitute people have been helped through this scheme. 
Our senior boys are taught the basics of computers at Ashray Bhavan by a trained person. Our plan is to provide a self sustainable career to all the boys in Ashray Bhavan. This is to be achieved by giving them a specific skill/vocation of their choice. We hope to achieve this goal with the cooperation of voluntary donors, friends and well wishers as well as Government departments. We submit this report with full confidence and prayer that our request will be favorably considered. 
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
